LAKE CHARM IMPROVEMENTS 
A lot has happened in the park recently and a lot more is going to 
happen in the future. This is a very exciting time for the park with 
some of the changes that have been made, both completed and 
planned. 
 
About this time last year talk started about the new toilet amenities 
to be installed at the rear of the park to replace the existing ensuite 
style units that are well past their use by date. This is progressing 
well and the installation of the new block should be completed within 
the next few months.  These will be a much needed and massive 
improvement to the park and the finished product will be well worth 
the wait.

- Installation of new power poles for the camp sites on the 

foreshore.

information on this in due course. 

• All new members to ski racing will have to complete a practical 
CPR course prior to any racing. 
 

Update to Medical Requirements  
Given the practical impediments to obtaining a medical under the 
current Covid restrictions, members can now submit their 
membership applications without the completed Medical Form  
for the purpose of getting their memberships in (if needed). 
However, you must submit a completed medical form prior to being 
allowed to race. 
 
SRA COVID refund policy 
SRA is a Not-for-profit organisation and plan to provide a 
membership refund where Classic races are interrupted by COVID-
19. This will be based on the cost of insurance at that point in time 
(non-refundable portion) and then based on the percentage of the 
year/races that have been impacted. Our focus is on the Classics, 
as Series Days and Point Scores can be re-scheduled where 
possible.
